 Timetable 

 We open the gates at 6 p.m. 
 Setup between 6 p.m. and 7 p.m. 
 Sound check between 7pm and 8pm. 
 Live music ends at midnight (official regulation), then bar, DJs or mechanical music. 
 One backline for several bands! 

 One of the bands takes the drums with them  and makes  them available to the others. 
 The same goes for bass and guitar cabinets. 

 Alternatively, we would be happy to provide you with our Gallien Krueger MB115-II 
 BassCombo and our drum kit. Both or one of them for a usage fee of 20€. 

 Drums: Sonor Force 507 Studio 1 Black • Bass drum: 20" x 16" + pedal (if necessary) • 
 1x hanging tom 1: 10" x 8" • 1x hanging tom 2: 12" x 9" • Floor tom 1: 14 " x 14" • Snare 
 drum: 14" x 5.5" (if required) + stand • Hi-hat stand, • fall stand 2x • moving stand 2x • 
 stool • cymbal set 2x (if required) 

 Set up 6 p.m.! 

 Official start at 8 p.m. usually this means 9pm. It also depends on the length of the set 
 and the number of bands. The shorter the live set, the later we start.

 There is no fee. Apart from borrowing the bass combos and/or the drums, you will not 
 incur any costs. 

 Bands typically collect free donations (hat fee) and can sell merch. (The more people, 
 the more you can get, so make an effort to mobilize visitors in the weeks before.) 

 For reasons of space, no equipment can be stored in the bar overnight. Any backline 
 that you have brought with you must be transported away again on the day of the event. 

 Promotion 

 We send out press releases, put you in our program calendar and spread date 
 information on social networks and program pages. Nevertheless, active promotion of 
 the event by you is essential for a successful evening. You are best in reaching your fan 
 base. Use all channels available to you.

They should call in 
 advance for a technical check (0699 818 346 58) 

 If there are three or more bands per evening, you should definitely take your own sound 
 engineer with you. If you have questions, just call. (0699 818 346 58)
